How does it work?

A distressed parent who is unabie or
unwilling to care for 2 baby can legally,
confidentally, and safely surrender a
baby within theee days {72 hours) of
birth. The baby must be handed to an
employee at a hospital or fire station in
Los Angeles County, Aslong as the
baby shows ne sign of abuse or neglect,
no name ot other information is
required. En case the parent changes his
or her mind at a fater date and wanss che
baby back, stafl’ will use bracelets o help
connect them 1o each other. One
bracelet will be placed on the baby, and
a matching braceler will be given to the
parent or other surrendering adule,

What if a parent wants

the haby hack?

Parents whe change their minds can
begin the process of reclaiming their
baby within 14 days. These parents
should calt che Los Angelss County
Drepartment of Children and Family
Services at 1-800-540-4000.

Can only a parent

bring in the baby?

No. While in most cases a parent will
bring in the baby, the Law allovws other
people to bring is the baby if they have
lawful custody.

Does the parent or surrendering
adult have o call befare
bilnging in the bahy?

MNo. A parent or surrendering adult can
bring in 2 baby anytime, 24 hours a day,
7 days % week, as long as the parenc or
surrendering adult surrenders che baby
1o someone who works at the hospital
or fire station.

Ezly in the morming oz April 9, 2005, a healthy baby boy was safely surrendered to nueses ac Hasbor-
UCLA Medical Center. The wonumn who brought the baby to the hospiral identified herseif as the baby's aunt

and stated the baby’s mother had asked her to bring the baby to the hospiral on her behalf. The aunt was given a
bracefer with 2 aunber matching the anklet placed on the baby; this would provide some identification in the event the
mother changed her mind about surrendering the baby and wished to reclaim the baby in the 14-day period allowed by che

Law. The aunt was also provided with a medical questionnaire and said she would have the mother complete and mail back in
the stamped return envelope provided. The baby was examined by medical staff and pronounged hezlthy and full-term. He was placed

with a laving family thar had been approved to adopt him by the Department of Children and Family Services.

Does the parent or survendering
adult have o tell anyihing to
the people taking the haby?

No. However, hospital or fire statien
personnel will ask the surrendering party
<o il our a questionnaire designed 1o
gather important medical history
information, which is very usefid in
caring for the baby. The questionnaire
includes a stamped rerurn envelope and
can be sent in ac a Jater time.

What happens to the haby?

The baby will be exanined aad given
medieal trearment. Upon release from
the hospital. social workers immediarely
place dhe baby in a safe and loving home

. and begin the adoption process.

What happens to ihe parent
or surrendering adult?

Once the pareac or surcendering
adulr surrenders the baby to hospital
aor fire station personsel, they may
feave at any time.

Why is California doing this?
The purpese of the Safely Surrendered
Baby Law is to protect babies from
being abandoned, hust or killed by rheir
parents. You may have heard tragic
stories of babies left in dumpsters or
public bathrooms, Their parents may
have been under severe emotional
distress. The mothers may have hidden
their pregnancies, fearful of what would
happen i their famifies found oue.
Because they were afraid and had no
one or nowhere to turn for help, they
abandoned their babies. Abandoning a
baby is illegal and places the baby in
extreme danger. Too ofeen, it results in
the baby's death. The Safely
Surrendered Balbry Law prevents this
tragecy from ever happening again in
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i Gomo funeiona?

Los padres que cambien de opinién
pueden comenzar el proceso de reclamar a
su recién nacido dentro de los 14 dfas.
Estos padres deberdn llamar al
Departamento de Servicios para Nifios y
Famitias (Department of Children and
Family Sesvices) del Condado de Los
Angeles al 1-800-540-4000.
